4. Owen’s Corning Presentation: John Theis 
a. Owens Corning amending the waste heat equipment 
b. Cost gone up to $3.7 million vs 1.4 million initial cost estimate 
c. 84 employees, Originally Frye Roofing built in 1947 purchased in 1977 
d. Goal to get rid of three pieces of old units: 1977, 1942 incinerators, 1947 Springfield Boiler. 

Will replace with one boiler Will there be any added noise? No It’ll have 10’ burning chamber 
e. Typically keep windows shut during winter to reduce noise 
f. Will save 80,000 MM Btu’s and will save 1100 homes worth of energy. Also will produce 4684 

tons less of C02 
g. Centerpoint rebate will be maxed out.  
h. SCNA Board member asks was there another asphalt spill recently? Environmental has been 

out from the City. Residents hear that improvements are being made but still having problems 
with residue leaving the premises. 

i. This equipment replacement is anticipated to help with fumes.  
j. May hear a large whish noise next Thursday due to testing 
k. We’re also looking at adding new signage to reduce truck traffic on 49th 

5. Old/New Business 
a. Directors Insurance: NRP has until March to find a new vendor for directors insurance. 

SCNA sent in information to be considered. Why do we need insurance? If we say or do 
something wrong unknowingly. Some concern that its “extortion money” to pay insurance. 
Consensus to continue looking. 

b. Dunn Brothers Coffee fundraiser: Community giving 10% Doesn’t look like a big revenue 
generator. If it were Caribou or Starbucks then might be worth while. Funds generated off of 
sales of beans or coffee once the card is loaded. Need to sell $1500 for three months. Or 4 
coffees a day for 90 days.  

c. NCEC Transition funds guidelines: Letter from Matt Massman included in the board packets. 
NCEC has proposed guidelines. As written, have to be strapped for cash and then distributed by 
need. Motion to submit a letter that states why should we penalize those that are frugal. Mr. 
Theis, Ms. Owens, m-c  

d. Letters for finance budgets and scopes of services 
i. Community Garden: Is there some need for garden beds come up with a plan to 

improve the site. Wood frame boxes and to utilize this community asset. We’re close 
to the park board/Creekview to utilize youth. 

ii. Dog Bite Prevention: Arrottalove to do 4 sessions where we have school room 
prevention sessions. Just owners. What to do when meet a stray dog. Would work 
with Mpls public schools. Could dilieneate between junior high and elementary. Willing 
to match with $2.00 for our $1.00. 

iii. CYEP program: youth are the future of our community. Need to create meaningful 
relationships with community. Gives them opportunity for leadership. Been very 
successful. Would provide some of the financial backing and being successful.

Mission:  
SCNA’s educational mission is undertaken to protect and promote neighborhood interests and the 
health, safety and general welfare of the residents within this geographic jurisdiction in a non-
partisan, educational and cooperative manner.  In addition, SCNA works with adjacent 
neighborhoods in promoting and protecting the broader Camden area of Minneapolis. 
 
Description of Programs: 
The Shingle Creek Neighborhood Association (SCNA) serves the function of providing education and 
information to residents of the Shingle Creek Neighborhood, an area set and recognized under that 
name by the City of Minneapolis.  This neighborhood, which is at the northwest corner of the city, is 
comprised of 1300+ households with nearly 3,300 residents 
 
SCNA is recognized by the City of Minneapolis as the official representative of the neighborhood and 
serves as the liaison between the residents here and the entirety of the City’s agencies.  That role 
places SCNA in ongoing work with the Minneapolis Community Planning and Economic 
Development Department (CPED), the Neighborhood Revitalization Program (NRP), Community 
Crime Prevention, City Inspections, Public Works, Minneapolis Park and Recreation, and the 
Planning Commission. SCNA provides information to the neighborhood residents about the 
operations of these agencies and keeps residents informed of proposals and projects, which will 
directly impact the neighborhood. SCNA also coordinates many activities with the purpose of 
developing a strong sense of community that can be enjoyed by all of its residents. 
 
Neighborhood Revitalization Program – SCNA members survey the neighborhood to facilitate for 
NRP the identification of areas that are of concern for residents.  In past years, such surveys have 
highlighted and identified need to improve the neighborhood’s housing stock, upgrade local parks 
and playgrounds, maintain a safe environment and enhance perceptions of civic vitality, vigilance 
and community, increase life-long learning opportunities for members of the community, calm traffic 
and increase pedestrian safety on residential streets, and engage the youth of the neighborhood in 
developing a safe and strong community. SCNA completed their second NRP Action Plan in 2005 for 
the organization that has them strategically on a path to address the identified neighborhood 
concerns and needs over SCNA’s next decade. 
 
Home Improvement Loan Program – SCNA’s most valuable programs has been it’s home 
improvement loan program. Offering a broad selection of low interest loans has helped 1 out of 8 
homes in the neighborhood. These loans have helped to improve and stabilize what was and 
remains a solid residential neighborhood in north west Minneapolis. Residents of all income levels 
are eligible, giving all taxpayers in the community an opportunity for funding. Low income residents 
were able to invest in deferred maintenance projects contribute to increased property values. 
 
Community Crime Prevention – SCNA fosters and promotes the development of block clubs and 
training opportunities for block club leaders.  SCNA also issues crime alerts and passes out crime 
prevention information flyers to residents. SCNA provides timely information on our website and 
hosts various CCP forums as well.   

 



 
 

Inspections, Public Works, Park and Recreation, and Planning Commission Liaison 
roles-- are filled in a variety of ways.  SCNA informs residents of ordinances and codes  
regarding housing, property maintenance, noise, vehicles, solid waste and recycling. 
SCNA works with the city inspector and residents to ensure that residents are not in 
violation of codes and ordinances.  
  
SCNA coordinates with Public Works on capital improvement projects such as the Shingle Creek 
Regional Ponds, Humboldt Greenway Project, or other street, sidewalk, and sewer projects being 
undertaken in our neighborhood. SCNA’s role is to provide information to Public Works about 
problems in the neighborhood. 
 
SCNA works with the Minneapolis Park and Recreation department (MPRB) to expand the access 
residents enjoy to quality parks and recreational opportunities. We inform the MPRB of residents 
needs and keep residents informed of recreational programs, park improvements, and special park 
events offered in our neighborhood.   
 
SCNA has initiated and collaborated with other local neighborhood organizations and agencies on 
the Youth Engagement Project which is leading to greater youth programming in the area. SCNA 
also partners on youth engagement focused programs with partners such as Jenny Lind Community 
Education, Minneapolis Public Schools, Minneapolis Park and Recreation, Hennepin County School 
Success Initiatives, helping focus efforts to engage more youth in the community.     
 
SCNA conducts various community forums aside from those noted herein, hosts an annual Shingle 
Creek Clean-up and participates in several other collaborative community events outside of it’s 
boundaries and activities to strengthen sense of community. SCNA holds monthly meetings for the 
residents of the neighborhood, where speakers from the City and other organizations reach out to 
our residents.  A sample of represented non-City agency speakers include those from:  the Shingle 
Creek Watershed Commission, Minneapolis School Principals for area High, Middle and Elementary 
schools, Hennepin County Community Works, Mississippi Corridor Neighborhood Coalition, Above 
the Falls Citizen Advisory group, Shingle Creek Community Gardeners, Minnesota Pollution Control 
Agency, Center for Energy and Environment, and the Greater Minneapolis Metropolitan Housing 
Corporation. These meetings are also a forum for residents to provide information or bring issues to 
the attention of the neighborhood.  SCNA has a monthly newsletter, and includes information in each 
monthly issue of the Camden Community News, and puts out flyers as necessary. 
 
SCNA contracts with a part-time coordinator who performs administrative functions of the 
organization, ensures the effective communication between the neighborhood and other agencies 
and coordinates the activities of the association.  Activities, events, committees and programs are 
conducted primarily by volunteers.

The Camden planning district of Minneapolis consists of seven neighborhoods with a population of roughly 30,000. 
Shingle Creek and Lind-Bohanon neighborhoods are the northern gateway neighborhoods to the City of Minneapolis. 
These two neighborhoods have a combined population of 7400 residents with an overall student population of 2431 
which is an increase of 555 school-aged students from 1990-2000 or a 30% increase.  
From 1990-2000 there were many demographic shifts: White population decreased by 31% from 6932 to 4496, African 
American increase of 167% from 509 to 1359; Asian Pacific increase of 401% from 213 to 1068, Hispanic increased 120% 
from 166 to 365. 33% of their population is under the age of 19. 15% of the population is over the age of 60.
